SPRAY RECOMMENDATIONS

Conventional Spray: Satisfactory through most equipment.
Airless Spray: A typical recommendation for airless
spray application is a minimum working pressure on paint
of 140 kg/cm2 (2000 Ib/in2) with a spray tip size of
0.38mm to 0.46mm (15 - 18thou) spray tip angle 65°. Filter
mesh 60

DRYING TIMES (SINGLE COAT, STANDARD THICKNESS)

Touch Dry: 2 hours
Recoat: 2 -4 hours

humidity. Darker colours may take longer

CLEANING UP

Clean up with soap and water. After cleaning up
be sure to flush spray equipment with solvent to
prevent rusting following manufacturer’s
instructions.

TINTING INSTRUCTIONS

WATER

Tint only with Fleetwood tinting systems

PRECAUTIONS

Keep out of reach of children. Ensure good ventilation during
application and drying. If the product comes in contact with the
eyes rinse immediately with plenty of water. To remove splashes
from skin use soap and water or a recognised skin cleaner. Do not
take internally. Contains no added lead.

PREVIOUSLY PAINTED SURFACES

If in sound condition, clean the surface of all foreign material.
Glossy surfaces must be rubbed down to provide a key. If paint is
peeling or badly weathered, clean to sound substrate and treat as
new.
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
